Tennessee Tech Students See The Needs First Hand

Matt Gott, a senior at Tennessee
Tech University was part of a group of
11 students working with Southwest
Medical Aid who took an opportunity
to view the Poverty 24/6 ministry at
work on March 12, 2009

The students crossed the border and
helped distribute food to the deport-
ees in the morning.

“Our experience was awesome,” said
Gott. “Their [deportees’] gracious
looks on their faces was a wonderful
reminder of the joys of serving the
Lord.”

“They did not care that we came from
the same country that just threw them
out, they were more grateful to see
that not all Americans felt too superior
to interact with them,” added Gott.

With a translator on hand the students
visited the “dump” that is home to 30
families. There, Gott and others
handed water, food and candy to the
children.

One Volunteer’s Experience

Katherine Centeno, a volunteer from
Our Mother of Sorrows has been re-
tired from the medical field for the
past few years but shows no signs of
slowing down. Aside from volunteer-
ing in religious education programs at
various parishes, she also has been
volunteering with Poverty 24/6 since
May of 2008 and is currently an active
board member.

According to Centeno, she has seen
much, from the detox centers to the
orphanages, to the garbage “human’
dump to the nursing homes, to the
migrant camps.

Centeno travels with the various vol-
unteers and Deacon Joe Bogushefsy
to Nogales, Sonora whenever she

knew exactly what that meant,” said
Gott. “It was another very joyous but
also humbling experience. Seeing
this level of poverty truly floors
you. No matter how bad some Ameri-
cans may seem to be off, no one in
this country lives in that level of pov-
erty.”

The group also visited a drug and al-
cohol rehab center, an orphanage
and did some light shopping before
returning to the U.S. All in a days
work for a team of students from Ten-
nessee Tech and Poverty 24/6.

“They are all God's children as we all
are, so | want to pass on the many
blessings | have received,” said Cen-
teno. “I am humbled, when | walk
alongside them, or when | hold a new
life in my arms.”

This particular child she speaks of
was born just three days prior to this
early March visit to the city’s garbage
dump.
